Wolf Creek Township Minutes
November 9, 2009

The regular monthly meeting of the Wolf Creek Township Supervisors was held at the Municipal Building at 7:00 PM.  Present for the meeting were: Supervisors Mike DiNardo Chairman, Elmer Elder Vice-Chairman, Scott Elder and Robert Crothers, and Secretary Jim Morton.  Guests present were Charlene Weber, Charlotte Morton, Patrick Davis and Raymond Penland.

Chairman DiNardo called the meeting to order and called for public comment.  There was none.

· The minutes of the October 12th Regular Meeting were approved unanimously as read.  (Motion Elder, Second Crothers)
· The Treasurer’s report for October 2009 was presented and accepted unanimously as presented. (Motion DiNardo, Second Elder)
· A report of bills received since the previous meeting was presented.  Following examination and questions, the Supervisors voted unanimously to authorize payment of the bills. (Motion DiNardo, Second Elder)
· Correspondence: Report of citizen’s appealing their tax assessment from the county assessment office.
· Representative Stevenson, Longetti: Senator Robbins and the Federal Highway Commission responded to our resolution opposing the “Tolling” of Rt. 80.

Old Business
· The Supervisors voted unanimously to put a $250.00 entry in the budget to support the Critical Incident Response Team that has formed in the county. (Motion Crothers, Second Elder)
· Supervisor Crothers reported that Robert Johnson was definitely interested in assuming the duties of Permit Zoning Officer.

New Business
· Letter from Grove City Borough to make sure that the supervisors were aware of a public notice regarding waste-water that is about to be published.  Wolf Creek will not be participating in the expansion of the sewage plan.
· A zoning matter concerning junk car storage was discussed.  The supervisors agreed unanimously to consult our attorney and then try to talk with the offending party. (Motion Crothers, Second Elder)
· Proposed Budget-Following review and discussion, the Supervisors accepted the proposed budget figures and instructed the Secretary to formally prepare the budget and advertise for public inspection for at least 20 days before adoption of the budget at the next regularly scheduled meeting on December 14, 2009.  The total millage rate on the assessed valuation of real estate will remain at 4.333 mills.  Per Capita and Occupational Privilege Tax will remain at $5.00. (Motion Crothers, Second DiNardo)
Following administrative actions (signing of minutes, payroll and checks), the meeting was adjourned at 8:00 PM. (Motion Crothers, Second DiNardo)
